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A report on 20th Anniversary of KSMP and 41st Annual Meeting of KSMP, Seoul, Korea

The international symposium on Medical Physics for 20th Anniversary of Korean Society of Medical Physics (KSMP) and 41st Annual Meeting of KSMP was held on September 15-17, 2010 at The Catholic University of Korea in Seoul, Korea. It was held in conjunction with Symposium of Korean Council of Nuclear Medicine Imaging and Instrument and 8th Annual Meeting of Korean Society of Medical Physics for Radiosurgery.
KSMP annual meetings have made an important role to promote research activities in medical physics and offered an opportunity of knowledge exchange for better patient care among the members. 
Based on the excellent achievement of KSMP during past 20 years, the meetings have been evaluated quite successful and broaden our vision on the field with introducing future trend of medical physics and interdisciplinary approaches such as fusion technique and molecular imaging etc.
The theme of this meeting was “Leading the Future Medical Physics”. 
The meeting provided with the attendees a great opportunity to refresh themselves on the current trends in the field of medical physics together with world-wide distinguished speakers by exchanging scientific and technological information as well as strengthening friendship among the attendees, especially reflected by the plenary session and categorical symposium. 
In opening day, opening remarks were presented by Dr. Tae Suk Suh, a president of KSMP, and congratulatory remarks were presented from Nam-Pyo Hong, director of Atomic Energy Bureau, Ministry of Education, Science and Technology of Korea, Masahiro Endo, a president of JSMP (Japan Society of Medical Physics) , Michael G. Herman, a president of AAPM and Kin-Yin Cheung, a president-elect of IOMP.
For plenary speech, Dr. Lei Xing from Stanford University, USA gave an outstanding presentation on Image Guided Stereotactic Body Radiosurgery. Professor Benjamin M. W. Tsui from Johns Hopkins University, USA also gave a nice presentation on “Multimodality Molecular Imaging Techniques”. And Dr. David Jaffray (Princess Margaret Hospital, Canada), Dr. Steve Jiang (UCSD, SanDiego, USA), Dr. Christopher H. Contag (Stanford Univ., USA), Dr. Craig Levin (Stanford University, USA) gave great presentations in special plenary sessions.
The conference was attended by 265 participants.  Abstracts for the scientific program included 49 invited oral presentations, and 65 posters. And there were 35 invited oral presentations in plenary or symposium and Industrial and special talks.
A series of social activities and a banquet were arranged in celebration of KSMP 20th Anniversary at CMC. The 43rd KSMP Annual Meeting will be held in Fukuoka, Japan from September 29th to 1st October 2011 in conjunction with 6th Korea-Japan Joint Meeting on Medical Physics and 11th AOCMP (Asia-Oceania Congress of Medical Physics).

· 1st trial of remote learning program is planned for the 10th AOCMP 2010 in Taiwan.

· On September 17, 2010, a test run for remote learning program was planned and ran well among 3 (Kuala Lumpur, Taipei, Toronto) out of 4 places (Kuala Lumpur, Taipei, Toronto, Seoul). Chai Hong Yeong at University of Malaya has been helping both technical and administrative aspects for both test run and remote learning program. On October 1, 2010, the 2nd test run for remote learning program was planned and ran well among 7 (Canada, Brunei, China, Taiwan, Mongolia, Malaysia, South Korea). The sites for requesting to join remote learning program are: Chai Hong Yeung (Kuala Lumpur: technical organizer), Taipei, Toronto, Chang-Lae Lee(South Korea), Lilian Rodriguez (Jose R. Reyes Memorial Medical Center), Enkhee Vanchinbazar (Mongolian National Cancer Centre), Shinichi Wada (JSMP ETC member), Kenny Chan (Prince of Wales Hospital, Hong Kong), Enkhtsetseg Vanchinbazar (National Cancer Center, Mongolia)  
· More test runs will be tried prior to AOCMP in October.

· Extension of remote learning project: The 1st one is a series of seminars or workshops similar to the webcast ones, but covering other topics (e.g.  Patient dosimetry in diagnostic radiology; VMAT, radiobiological models, brachytherapy). The 2nd project is the establishment of local chapters at different countries as a point person to co-ordinate remote education activities. These local chapters will be supported centrally by the ETC.
· Pre-congress Workshops on imaging physics, symposium on education/training of medical physicists and 10th AOCMP live broadcast have been organized for the 10th AOCMP 2010 in Taiwan (refer to the 2010 AOCMP homepage: http://www.aocmp2010.org/)

· Investigate MP programs for all graduate and residency in AFOMP region. Simple information can be provided such as (1) degrees offered (MS, PhD), (2) on-site clinical training available? A. Status of AFOMP dues collection.
1．The AFOMP dues collection by IOMP had been agreed by EXCOM in 2009
2.  But it could not be implemented immediately as the coming and leaving money from the IOMP account during the 2009 financial year would create a financial problem with the checks (audit) of IOMP accounts.
3．IOMP tried to implement it, but they could not do this before 31 December 2009 – i.e. before the end of the 2009 financial year.

4．IOMP decided to solve the problem by doing a new type of invoice where it will be indicated that:
   4-1. One country has paid XX amount of money to IOMP.
4-2. But part of these money will be returned to AFOMP for the benefit of the region where this country is.,
4-3.This back fees-payment will be introduced from the new Financial year (1st January 2010).
4-4. AFOMP country paying its 2010 fees must have received a special new Invoice indicating that part of the fees would  go back to AFOMP.

4-6. All these surpluses will be sent to AFOMP as one Bank transfer at mid-December 2010.
4-7. This practice will continue in the following years.
B. Status of cultivation of new AFOMP corporate membership
1.  Several accesses to companies have been tried, but they are not successful so far.
2.  Intensive trial especially to Japanese companies will be continued.
C. IOMP grant proposition
1.  New proposition in the years of 2011 to2012 will be prepared next month.
D. Private donation
1.  A honorarium US$300 given to Kiyonari Inamura, Chairman of Funding committee at 10th AOCM will be donated to AFOMP.

(submitted by Chen-Shou Chui, 23 January 2011)

The 10th Asia-Oceania Congress of Medical Physics (10th AOCMP) was held in Taipei, Taiwan from October 15-17, 2010. It was attended by 263 delegates from 20 different countries. 

The first day (October 15th) of the conference was designated as the Pre-Congress workshop, in which the focus was on the continuing education of medical physicists and students. There were 4 and 8 sessions of refresher courses, respectively, for imaging and therapy physics. Leading experts from the world were invited as speakers for these sessions. Topics of imaging physics included “Methods for patient dose assessment in diagnostic radiology” and “How to Measure the Image Quality of X-ray CT”. Topics of therapy physics included “Brachytherapy”, “Proton Therapy”, “External Beam Planning techniques”, “External Beam treatment verification and QA”, “SBRT”, “Radiobiological modeling”, “Monte Carlo Methods”, and “Image Registration Algorithms”.

The second (October 16th) and the third (October 17th) day were devoted to presentations on various topics of medical physics and social programs. In the opening ceremony welcome speeches were given by AFOMP’s past president Barry Allen, current president Kwan Hoong Ng, IOMP’s vice president Kin Yin Cheung, and chair of the local organizing committee Chen-Shou Chui. In the President’s symposium, keynote speeches were given by C. Clifton Ling of Memorial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center on “Linac-based IGRT – an Evolution”, and by John Hazle of MD Anderson Cancer Center on “Magnetic Resonance Imaging Guided Thermal Therapy”. There were 4 other symposiums dedicated to specific topics including new technologies and their applications in medicine, medical physics education, and certification and licensing of medical physicists. Of special note is there was a new Young Investigator Symposium organized in this conference to provide young physicists a platform to present their works. There were altogether 22 submissions, of which 9 were selected as the finalists. The competition was scored by a panel of judges. The 1st place winner was W. Itano of Japan on “Automated verification method for patient setup based on digitally reconstructed radiography and portal image for prostate cancer treatment”, the 2nd place winner was T. Lin of U.S.A. on “Dosimetric Evaluation of XiO Convolution and Eclipse AAA Algorithms for Non-Tertiary MLC Design”, and two 3rd place winners N. Mukumoto of Japan on “Verification of the Tracking Accuracy for a Four-Dimensional Image-Guided Radiotherapy System with a Gimbaled X-ray Head, MHI-TM2000” and JC Lee of Taiwan on “A dynamic junction technique for total body irradiation”.

There are also 66 proffered oral presentations and 66 poster papers.
On social programs, the opening ceremony featured a spirit-lifting drum performance by the Hsiukuluan drum troupe, formed exclusively by mental patients of Yuli Veterans Hospital. A welcome dinner was held on October 15 accompanied by a performance of the aboriginal people. On October 16 a tour was organized to the National Palace Museum which houses the world’s largest and most precious collection of Chinese paintings, ceramics, bronzes, jades, sculptures, brocade screens, embroidery, and historical relics.

The conference was organized by the Chinese Society of Medical Physics, Taipei, and co-organized by Chang Gung University and the North American Chinese Medical Physicists Association. It was supported by grants from various Taiwanese government agencies and also by 15 commercial exhibits. These supports are greatly appreciated.

The 11th AOCMP will be held in Japan. We hope to see you all there.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING TO HOST
ASIA-OCEANIA CONGRESS

ON MEDICAL PHYSICS

A.
In this contract:

(1) AFOMP means the Asia-Oceania Federation of Organizations for Medical Physics.

(2)  COC means the designated Congress Organizing Committee which is the hosting organization.

(3)  CC means the AFOMP Congress Coordinator. 
(4) AOCMP means Asia-Oceania Congress on Medical Physics. The AOCMP is the annual scientific meeting of AFOMP.

TERMS OF AGREEMENT

HOST SOCIETY
1. AFOMP and COC hereby agree that the 2011 AOCMP, called AOCMP11, shall be held in Kyusyu University, on September 29-October 1st (Thursday-Saturday) 

2. The Congress shall be organized by the COC, and is called the host organization for the Congress.
LIAISE
Congress Organizing Committee (COC) shall maintain close communication with the AFOMP Conference Coordinator (CC) throughout the course of the planning and organization of the above mentioned Congress. 

1. The COC shall provide regular reports in English on the progress of the organization of the congress to the CC. These reports shall include early warnings about coinciding events such as conferences run by other organizations. Beginning with the deadline date for submission of abstracts, the CC should receive short progress reports and a continually updated and detailed budget report periodically at appropriate timing. The reports shall include the following:

a. Development of the program, tracks and special events (workshops, symposia, training etc.). 

b. Recruiting of track chairs, plenary speakers, special event chairs.

c. Development of special AFOMP sessions and symposia.

The reports shall include updates on:



a. Number of current registrants.



b. A list of registered delegates with breakdown by country.



c. Registration fees collected.



d. Number of booths purchased and names of companies who either have     made a commitment to purchase or have actually paid.



e. Updated budget to reflect the current monthly status.

RESPONSIBILITIES
1. The responsibility for the conduct of the Congress and associated conferences and for the financial management shall rest with the host society. 

2.  AFOMP shall not bear any legal or financial liability for the Congress.
3. AFOMP shall appoint liaison officers to work with the Congress Organizing Committee, and shall cover its own costs in connection with such consultation.

CONGRESS ORGANIZATION
1. The Congress Organizing Committee(COC)Shall establish Finance, Science and Education & Training  Committees.

2. AFOMP shall appoint the CC or delegate to sit on the COC and other committees. These committees may operate by correspondence as necessary.

3.  In cooperation with the COC, the CC shall organize multiple-disciplinary symposia, which shall be clearly identified as AFOMP activities. The topics for these symposia shall be agreed upon jointly by a CC and COC.

MAIL
1. The Secretary-General of AFOMP shall provide mailing lists of the affiliate societies to the Congress Organizing Committee upon request and subsequent updates of addresses.
2.  It is the responsibility of the COC to distribute the Congress Announcements  and other promotional material to the national affiliates.
ACCOMMODATIONS
1. The Congress Organizing Committee shall provide free of charge:

(a) Meeting room with audio visual (AV) equipment within the convention center for the General Assemblies of  AFOMP and for presentation of proposals to host the next Congress (space for a minimum of 50 delegates) in plenary session.

(b) Meeting room with audio visual (AV) equipment and adequate size for the Committee meetings of AFOMP.

(c) Office space within the convention center and equipment for AFOMP. The computer shall have internet access.
(d)  Exhibition booth for AFOMP
(e)  Low cost student accommodation shall be provided.
POLICY
The Congress Organizing Committee shall endeavor to observe the tenets of the International Council of Science (ICSU) on the free movement of scientists and to facilitate the granting of visas to Bona Fide scientists who wish to participate.

LANGUAGE

English shall be the official language of the presentations and publications for the Congress. 
PUBLICATIONS

1. A digest of abstracts shall be published and shall be available when the Congress opens.

2. The digest shall be named “Program and Abstracts of the 10th AOCMP", and shall feature the AFOMP logo.

3. A delegate list with email addresses and affiliations should be available during the Congress,

4. The official journals of the AFOMP shall have the right to publish selected papers, consistent with the publication guidelines of the respective journals.

5. Publication of the Digest of Papers and the Proceedings is the responsibility of the Congress Organizing Committee. 
6. The copyright of all papers presented at the congress shall be held by the 11th AOCMP 
LOGO

All Publications and announcements of the Congress- whether electronic, paper or on the web-shall be recognized as the Asia Oceania Congress on Medical Physics, and shall display the AFOMP logo.
OPENING CEREMONY

The President of AFOMP shall be invited to address the opening ceremony. COC shall provide time during the Opening Ceremony for the presentation of FOMP awards if required.

EDUCATION/TRAINING  COURSES and/or WORKSHOP

One day program of Education/Training courses and/or Workshops should be held for young medical physicists and/or students. 

YOUNG INVESTIGATOR'S AWARDS

The young investigator awards, selected by COC, are expected to be presented during the closing ceremony of the congress.

FINANCES

1. Six months  prior to the commencement of the Congress, the COC shall provide a projected budget to the CC for consideration. The projected budget shall include at least two estimates, one based on a minimum number of congress participants and one based on the most likely scenario.

2. The budget can comprise two components, these being the internal budget for COC and the external budget for international income and expenditure.
3. Variances from the initial estimated budget shall be forwarded to the CC as soon as they occur for consideration.

4. A final estimated budget shall be forwarded to the CC no later than l month before commencement of the Congress.

CONGESS INSURANCE

The COC shall inform the CC of arrangements insurance for conference

delegates.
SUBSIDY AND COMPLIMENTARY REGISTRATION

Registration subsidies for participants from developing countries and retirees are expected to take precedence.  Programs to assist participants from developing countries shall be coordinated between AFOMP and the COC.

FINAL REPORT

1. The Congress Organizing Committee shall submit a final report to the CC within 12 months of completion of the Congress. This must include an audited financial report, which will be reviewed and accepted by the CC before any funds are distributed. 
2. The COC shall provide AFOMP with 20 copies of the Abstracts of 11th AOCMP and a list of Congress exhibitors at the time of the Congress.
3. A list of Congress delegates and exhibitors with email addresses is to be provided to all delegates at the time of the Congress. The COC shall obtain permission to do so in its registration form.

The preceding clauses shall constitute an agreement between the AFOMP, the COC which is the hosting Organization,.
