REPORT ON THE RECENTLY CONCLUDED 11TH ASIA-OCEANIA CONGRESS OF MEDICAL PHYSICS (AOCMP) 
 (Victor Angelo C. Margallo, Philippines)
Medical Physics is considered a fast growing field in the Asian region. This is due to the emerging recognition of its importance in medicine, health, and science. As it develops, the demand for additional number of qualified medical physicists in the region is also increasing. 
In order to meet this increasing demand, training and education play an important role of producing qualified medical physicists in the region. Aside from the medical physics graduate programs offered in some Asian countries, further trainings are needed to ensure continued development of practicing medical physicists. 
The AOFOMP has been working very hard to address this emerging need of training and education. The Asia-Oceania Congress of Medical Physics is a great venue of learning and sharing new information and recent advances of medical physics. The comprehensive set of scientific activities such as lecture symposium, workshops from invited speakers, as well as oral and poster presentations, are very helpful in providing additional knowledge and developing more skills for the participants. 
Aside from educational growth, one of the considered highlights of the congress is the experience of meeting other medical physicists and medical professionals from different part of the world.   
These are the things that I’ve learned from the recently concluded 11th AOCMP in Fukuoka, Japan. I am very thankful and honoured to attend this activity. I learned new things and I am going to present my experience to my Filipino colleagues in our next national scientific meeting.

11 th Asia Oceania Congress of Medical Physics (AOCMP)  in  Fukuoka,Japan
30 Sept – 1 Okt  2011


Introduction 
The profession of medical physicist has  a contribution not only to patient care, but also the to the ongoing development of new tools and techniques to improve medical diagnosis and treatment.  Up grading and progressing in medical physics science are key elements to develop  in the medical physics practice, particularly for medical physicist in developing countries. To provide   a good standard of medical physics service and supervision.   
Medical physicist  is one of the key person to improve healthcare in diagnostic imaging,radiation therapy and nuclear medicine.   Medical physicist from developing countries have a challenge  to build the infrastructures  and the equipment, to improve   a  qualified professionals and to develop education and training programs.  There is a wide medical physics knowledge gap between medical physicist from  developing countries, compared to medical physicist from developed country. One of the solution to solve this problem is a medical physics forum discussion between medical physicist from developed countries and medical physicist from developing countries.  
The economic situation and the financial resources in developing countries cause  a lack of equipment and  lack of training program to support their skill especially in medical physics program. Availability of diagnostic imaging and radiation therapy facilities are  usually concentrated in the capital cities.  That’s why, a medical physicist from developing countries is still below the professional level required support to diagnostic imaging and radiation therapy. Training and education and application of standard diagnostic imaging  and radiation therapy techniques also can improve  a healthcare in developing countries. 
The limitation of professional medical physicists  in the developing countries cause a  gap in transfer of knowledge and technology. The number of qualified medical physicists in the developing countries is low compared to developed countries. 
National medical physics societies in the developing countries should establish accredited education and training programs in collaboration with IOMP, AFOMP or other regional societies. 
Providing  high quality medical physicists in clinical practice is needed in the developing countries. National medical physics societies can be  a  communication media  with the authorities. Training and education for medical physicists are important to support a high quality medicsl physicists in developing countries. Continuing efforts are needed bridging the gap between medical physicists from the developing countries and medical physicists from the developed countries. 
Under these circumstances, this congress  provides a platform to exchange knowledge, share experience and discuss challenges and solutions to existing problems known in the field of Medical Physics.

By participating in 11th Asia-Oceania Congress of Medical Physics, Fukuoka, Japan, 2011 : 

 I will get a great experience to up grade my information related to medical physics development in Asia Oceania region. It will increase my knowledge and my skill to participate in conducting research the development of advanced radiotherapy techniques in Indonesia. Teaching and sharing the topics in 11th Asia-Oceania Congress of Medical Physics, Fukuoka, Japan, 2011 to other collegues,doctors, and others to accelerate modern technology radiation therapy in Indonesia as a developing country.

A. Status of AFOMP dues collection.
1．Effort to collect AFOMP dues has been continued since the method was agreed by EXCOM in 2009
2.  Collected AFOMP dues is the amount of USD 4,844 at the time of February 10, 2012.
3．We have to cooperate with IOMP to continue the collection by method described in Report of AFOMP Funding Committee presented at the last AFOMP council meeting on 2011/09/24.
 
B. Status of cultivation of new AFOMP corporate membership
1.  Several accesses to companies have been tried, but they are not successful so far due to economical depression of global scale.
2.  Intensive trial especially to Japanese companies has been continued. But big earthquake, tsunami and power cut due to accident of nuclear power plant made manufacturers very awkward, and refrained from donation nor participation to corporate membership.

In 2007, grant application was submitted to IOMP (see attached document No.1) and US$5,000 was transferred to AFOMP (attached document No.2) in 2008.

The grant was used mainly for visitations described as follows. A part of the money was paid to visits made even before money transfer retrospectively. “Expected Start Date: Oct. 2007” is seen in attached document No.1. A part of activities was begun even before the grant application was submitted to IOMP.

National Member Organizations (NMOs)
Dues Arrangements

Procedure for Assessing Dues:
1. BEvery three years, a member country's ability to pay its dues is assessed by FinCom using the following published
information.

a) United Nations (UN)'s List of Industrialized and Developing Countries.
b) Purchasing Power (PP) per capita index.
2. Member countries will be listed in the Assessed Due List in one of the following category:
"A" — 100% Dues: Industrialized and other countries with PP >US$ 5000;
"B" — 50% Dues: Developing countries with their PP <US$ 5000 and > US$ 3000 and;
"C" — 10% Dues: Developing countries with their PP <US$ 3000.
3. Every three years, FinCom will determine the reduced dues rate and will submit the Assessed Dues List to ExCom
for approval. .
4. NMOs with less than 10 members are not required to pay an annual subscription.

Procedure

1. The Secretary-General's office will mail out the annual renewal assessed dues of NMOs at the start of the year and
send reminders on a regular basis. Every year, member countries are expected to remit an updated list of their
officers in addition to the assessed dues.

2. The Secretary-General's office will maintain a list of member countries that have not paid their assessed dues and/or
not provided an updated list of their officers.

NMOs Whose Dues are less than $30 pa.

The charges for transferring small amounts is high and it has been agreed that where the annual dues are less than
US$30.00 per year that NMOs may choose to pay for either two or three years in the first year. However, NMOs must
return the National Member Directory form every year.

Special Fund Arrangements
Member organizations who have difficulty in remitting subscriptions to IOMP may be allowed to set up a special fund in

their own country for the following purposes:

(a) to organize a conference in their own country with free participation from other member countries, i.e., a
regional group meeting held under IOMP auspices and publicized through that body;

(b) to pay local expenses of visiting lecturers or experts to further medical physics in that country. The fund
need not be disbursed each year but a special IOMP account must be set up, with details submitted to the
Secretary-General each year and full audited accounts every three years, to be incorporated into the IOMP
accounts.

If any NMO wishes to set up a special find they must contact the Secretary-General

Unpaid Dues

The Byelaws state:
3.5. Countries that are more than one year in arrears for annual dues and have not applied for
reduced fees or waiver of dues as specified in 3.1 and 3.2 should be listed as “Inactive Members”
until they reactivate their membership.

3.5.1 Inactive Members cannot receive financial support for any program and their Delegates can
participate in Administrative Council meetings but have no voting privileges.

3.5.2  If physicists from countries in the category of Inactive Membership would like to be reinstated
to full Membership (in order to be eligible to receive financial assistance form any |IOMP
program, for example), they should supply the updated society information for the current
year and pay any unpaid dues for up to maximum of three at the rate specified in the current
Dues Scheme for that country.
