Presidents Report 2005

This is my second year as President of AFOMP but I'm afraid to say that our progress
has been quite limited.

Visits

[ visited Vietnam and Brunei after the KL meeting, and established important contacts
in both countries. Subsequently, Vice-President Inamura recently attended a
conference in Vietnam, following up on my contacts.

Brunei and Vietnam are at opposite ends of the spectrum, one having funds and no
MPs, the other having MPs and no funds. AFOMP has a role to play in both cases.
However, that role needs money to make the wheels go round.

AOCMP

Prof Kwan Hong Ng chaired the 4AOCMP last year in Kuala Lumpur. This was a
very successful meeting and very well attended. This year we have combined for the
second time with the Japan-Korea Joint Meeting.

However, AFOMP did not derive any funding from KL. It is essential that that
AFOMP receive a share of profits from hosting organizations of the AOCMP. Such
arrangements may not yet be in place for the WC2006.

1.  Plan to establish AFOMP fund

    1. Government fund: WC2006 organizer try to get some fund to support developing country in medical physics and AFOMP through the proposal “Improvement of education and training in developing country in Asia”. Report of the AFOMP Education and Training Committee

1. Workshop on  “AF0MP standard on medical physics training”  was held in the period of 3rd SEACOMP and 4th AOCMP in Kuala Lumpur on Sep. 29th Wednesday,2004.
Discussion issues were:

1) Identifying targets and levels of standardized training of medical physics in each country in AFOMP region

2) Carrying out a survey on above issue 1) in each country in AFOMP region

2. An  e-mail meeting of AFOMP ETC was held started on Oct. 17th 2004 and closed on Nov. 8th 2004, and a Survey on “Identifying targets and levels of standardized training of medical physics in each country in AFOMP region”. was decided to be carried out.

3. A survey on “Identifying targets and levels of standardized training of medical physics in each country in AFOMP region” was carried out, and the result of the survey was submitted to be reported at 5th AOCMP being held in Kyoto on Sept 30th, 2005.

4. RCA project proposal for 2007-2010 was drafted and submitted. 

5. The first IAEA/RCA RAS/6/038 Expert Steering Group Meeting on “Strengthening of Medical Physics Trough Education and Training” was held in Citizens Hotel, Mumbai, India, during May 4 – 6, 2005. Schedule and concrete action plan in the field of radiation oncology was discussed and fixed. It was decided that AFOMP would cooperate with above RCA Project.

6. EMERALD and EMIT were procured by ETC chairman and are being evaluated again in Japan for the purpose of establishing AFOMP standard of MP training.

7. An AFOMP ETC Symposium on "Training of Medical Physics in Asia Oceania Region" is being held at 5th AOCMP in Kyoto on Sept 30th ,2005.

8. ETC Chairman visited Hanoi during 2nd to 6th and Aug. 2005, and discussed possibility of having Vietnam Medical Physicists participate to AFOMP. Also methods of supplying old cobalt units and/or second handed linear accelerators to Vietnam hospitals were discussed.

9. IAEA/RCA RAS/6/038 project coordinator Dr. John Drew visited Osaka University and Kyoto University to discuss evaluation of Pilot Program which will be developed next year.

TIOMP: It seems that IOMP has only 2 corporate sponsors at $1000 each. This is
ridiculous! We must be able to do better.

Commercial Sponsors: We need to find out which members have purchased equipment
in recent times, and for those members to request corporate sponsorship for the vendors.

Anchali has agreed to proceed with this approach.
The President can write a letter of invitation, but such a letter must not come in from the
cold (ie a cold call) but be introduced by the customer at a personal level.
